Contrary to what you may have read on the 
front page of the Daily Telegraph, our school 
is to remain open. This morning the Premier 
indicated that at this stage she did not plan to 
move the holidays forward. Nevertheless the 
Premier did encourage students to stay at home 
if possible while the school caters for students 
whose parents/carers may be working in the 
health system, education system, emergency 
services and other essential workers. As many 
children are now being encouraged to stay 
home their absence will now be marked on 
the roll as a flexible timetable which is a justified 
absence. At an extraordinary staff meeting this 
morning, it was determined by our staff that 
the teachers will be providing school work for 
this flexible timetable to cater for the children 
who are not in attendance. In addition to the 
suggested websites that I emailed to you last 
week, the Department has now updated an 
on-line Learning Hub which can be accessed 
through The Department of Education website at 
the following link https://education.nsw.gov.au/
teaching-and-learning/curriculum/learning-from-
home?deliveryName=DM2407.
